Are yow a stamp collector or a philatelist?  According to- LN. Wlllams i s
book “Fundamentols of Philately’, the terms are exclusive of each otiver. Williams
definey o philatelist as o person witiv the “love of the study of everytiving relating to-
fromking.”’
