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Louis Braille was b o r n o n J a n u a r y 4, 1809, in Coupvray , 
France . T h e son o f a saddler, at t he age of t h ree he was 

b l inded as the resu l t of an accident in his fathers w o r k s h o p . 
Braille was 12 w h e n he was i n t r o d u c e d to a c r u d e and difficult 
sys tem of "n igh t w r i t i n g " for d ispa tches deve loped by C a p t a i n 
C h a r l e s Barbier of the F rench army. Various fo rms w e r e t r ied 
before, f rom :engraving, kno t t ed cords and n o t c h e d let ters in 
w o o d . In 1810 in Vienna the first b o o k for the b l ind was 
pub l i shed , in w h i c h Latin Capi ta l le t ters w e r e e m b o s s e d , b u t 
the read i f igof th i s fo rm was too t i m e - c o n s u m i n g and it t o o k u p 
a lot o f space . 
Braille real ized the super io r i ty o f raised do t s for tactile r e a d i n g 
and c a m e u p w i t h the sys tem that n o w bears his n a m e . T h i s was 
s u b m i t t e d to the Paris Ins t i tu te for the Bl ind and , fo l lowing 
e n o r m o u s political fights, it was declared the official m e t h o d o f 
t e a c h i n g a n d r e a d i n g w o r l d w i d e in 1878. 
T h i s was a long in t ro to w h a t I had to tell you . Bu t before w e go 
the re you can exper ience the feel of Braille script o n y o u 
calculator or t o u c h tone p h o n e n o . 5, o r o n y o u r c o m p u t e r 
keyboard the let ters F a n j . 
It was M a r c h 1903 tha t a l e n d i n g l ibrary for the b l ind w a s 
created in Z u r i c h Swi tzer land . To c o m m e m o r a t e th i s lOO"' 
anniversary, Swiss Post will issue a special s t a m p o n M a r c h 6". 
T h i s s t amp , des igned by Sandra di Salvo, w h o resides in 
W i n t e r t h u r is a real beau ty in simplicity, t h e r e b y ref lect ing the 
reason for its exis tence . It is 33 x 
28 m m . A red rec tangle . "Is tha t 
really a s t amp??" is the puzz led 
react ion at first g lance. In his 
unce r t a in ty the v iewer t hen takes 
a closer look at the red area, w h e r e 
it takes a great deal o f effort to read 
the text p r i n t ed o n it. 
T h a n k s to the Braille le t ter ing, 
visually impai red or bl ind pe r sons are i m m e d i a t e l y able to 
ascertain tha t the i t em is a Sw.Fr. 0.70 s t a m p . 
T h e e m b o s s e d charac ters on the s t a m p s h o w (sorsy y o u can n o t 
feel these he re ) . 
Lou is Braille died in Paris on J a n u a r y 6, 1852 f rom a l u n g 
disease w h e n he w a s j u s t 43 .

T h e self - s t i c k b oo k l e t s o f van G o g h s tamps in the N e t h e r l a n d s 
are go ing to b e p r in t ed in E ng land , b y W S R the pr in t e r w h o 
has the r ights to use Courvo i s i e r ' s n a m e o n the s t a m p s . 
T h e Repu b l i c o f San M a r i n o has i n c l uded a r e p r o d u c t i o n o f 
o n e o f van G o g h ' s w o r k s in it 's series Grandi Maestri della Pittura 
or Grea t M a s t e r s of Art . T h e w o r k c h o s e n is t i t led "Wheatf ie ld 
w i t h flight o f c rows" . O n l y a coup le of days after f in ish ing this 
w o r k he killed h imse l f
